Pursuant to the Access to Public Records Act, R.I. Gen. laws § 38-2-1 et. seq., I am requesting the public records of All Registered Voters (regardless of activity status) of (Your city/town), with each record’s registration information and voting history  (consisting of election activity, method of voting, precinct & party affiliations) for each of the last 8 elections, inclusive of primaries and general elections. [ See R.I Gen. Laws § 17-9.1- 15.]  Please provide electronically via a Microsoft Excel (.xlsx) or Comma Separated Value (.csv) formatted file to the above email.

Additionally, please provide a paper copy of the precinct map for (your city/town).  Upon email notification, I will pick it up. Alternately, if you have a digital/electronic  precinct map, please email that to me, in lieu of the paper copy. 

In accordance with R.I. Gen. Laws § 38-2-7,  (your city/town) has ten (10) business days to provide the requested documents or to notify me in writing of the specific reasons for denying me access to the requested records. If a claimed exemption applies to a portion of the records that I seek, please delete that portion and provide the remainder of the records. [See R.I. Gen. Laws § 38-2-2(4)(ii).] I understand that for “good cause” the ten (10) business day time period may be extended for an additional twenty (20) business days, provided that I am notified of the “good cause” in writing within the original ten (10) business days of my request.
